Learning outcomes of the course unit:

The aim of the course is to transform the knowledge acquired in medical Subject and humanities
into physiotherapy into its individual clinical fields. A student is able to perform objective /
unbiased examination and can draw the conclusions from functional diagnosis of patient’s
locomotor system. Is able to formulate aims and tasks, propose and justify the selected
physiotherapy programme by using the electrotherapy, phototherapy and balneotherapy, climate
therapy, hydrotherapy and thermotherapy, massage and occupational therapy. Is able to keep the
relevant documents for physiotherapy process.
